We
saw a picture of children i n the school, 80%
were girls,... the boys in the picture were from
more well to do families & could attend school ...
the missing boys were working in the mine,...
many started working in the mine around 8 to
12 yrs. old,.. they were paid 1/2 of what the
adults made,... The average shift was 12 hrs.
